materials in our forest. The only way to 
mitigate the risk to homes is for each 
homeowner to prepare individually. Three 
documents attached with this newsletter 
offer valuable information on how to  
assess your own home’s risk and steps you 
can take to lessen these risks. Jeff also pro-
vided the History of Wildfires in WNC which 
makes for interesting reading. It includes 
information and photos on the Lake 
Lure/Bat Cave/Party Rock fire back in 
2016 that came way too close for comfort!
